To assist with the Cabinet’s mission, the Children and Youth Cabinet Data Sharing Initiative was initiated.  
The Cabinet determined that the quickest vehicle for implementation would be to enhance the existing 
Office of State Court Administration’s (OSCA) Judicial Inquiry System (JIS) solution.  The JIS, a data and 
information sharing system acts as a portal to query multiple systems and display data from these 
systems.   

The major goals of this multi-phase project are to: 

 Equip state agencies that serve children, youth, and families with a tool that helps them 
provide better service in a timelier manner 

 Enable the eight Cabinet agencies to exchange and share data quickly 

 Identify and eliminate service overlaps between agencies 

 Empower agency leadership with tools for more effective decision-making 

 Enable agency staff to use resources more efficiently by gathering information more quickly

2.1.2   GAL (Guardian Ad Litem) – The Program represents abused, abandoned, and neglected 
children who are involved in court proceedings.  In most cases, these children come to the 
attention of the court when someone suspects abuse, abandonment, or neglect, and calls the 
Florida Abuse Hotline (1-800-96-ABUSE). A protective investigator either from the Department of 
Children and Families (DCF) or the sheriff’s department visits the child to see if the child is 
endangered. DCF may offer services to the family if the child can remain at home in a healthy, 
safe environment where his/her welfare can be protected. If not, DCF may remove the child, and 
place the child in shelter care. When a child is sheltered, a court hearing is held within 24 hours 
and a dependency case begins. A guardian ad litem (GAL) is appointed at the shelter hearing to 
represent the best interests of the child.

2.1.3   AWI (Agency for Workforce Innovation) – AWI and the early learning coalitions 
administer and coordinate the provision of early learning services. Early learning coalitions are 
considered quasi-governmental agencies, and all are incorporated as private, not-for-profit 
organizations. There are 31 coalitions in the State of Florida. Coalitions are responsible for 
coordinating the provision of local services and reimbursing child care providers for direct services 
provided to parents of children meeting designated eligibility criteria.

2.1.4   DJJ (Department of Juvenile Justice) – Mission:  To increase public safety by reducing 
juvenile delinquency through effective prevention, intervention and treatment services that 
strengthen families and turn around the lives of troubled youth. The Department has 1,000 
Juvenile Probation Officers that supervise youth that are placed on Probation by the Court.  The 
Department operates 26 Detention Centers that temporarily hold youth who are arrested.  The 
Department also operates 116 Residential facilities for youth who are committed by the court.  
Access to FLORIDA data would allow Juvenile Probation Officers to know if members on their 
caseload qualify for benefits.  This information will allow a better recommendation to the court on 
matters concerning the case.

2.2.2   GAL (Guardian Ad Litem) – The Program represents abused, abandoned, and neglected 
children who are involved in court proceedings.  In most cases, these children come to the 
attention of the court when someone suspects abuse, abandonment, or neglect, and calls the 
Florida Abuse Hotline (1-800-96-ABUSE). A protective investigator either from the Department of 
Children and Families (DCF) or the sheriff’s department visits the child to see if the child is 
endangered. DCF may offer services to the family if the child can remain at home in a healthy, 
safe environment where his/her welfare can be protected. If not, DCF may remove the child, and 
place the child in shelter care. When a child is sheltered, a court hearing is held within 24 hours 
and a dependency case begins. A guardian ad litem (GAL) is appointed at the shelter hearing to 
represent the best interests of the child.

2.2.4   DJJ (Department of Juvenile Justice) – Mission:  To increase public safety by reducing 
juvenile delinquency through effective prevention, intervention and treatment services that 
strengthen families and turn around the lives of troubled youth.

2.3.1   GAL (Guardian Ad Litem) – The Program represents abused, abandoned, and neglected 
children who are involved in court proceedings.  In most cases, these children come to the 
attention of the court when someone suspects abuse, abandonment, or neglect, and calls the 
Florida Abuse Hotline (1-800-96-ABUSE). A protective investigator either from the Department of 
Children and Families (DCF) or the sheriff’s department visits the child to see if the child is 
endangered. DCF may offer services to the family if the child can remain at home in a healthy, 
safe environment where his/her welfare can be protected. If not, DCF may remove the child, and 
place the child in shelter care. When a child is sheltered, a court hearing is held within 24 hours 
and a dependency case begins. A guardian ad litem (GAL) is appointed at the shelter hearing to 
represent the best interests of the child.

2.4.2   GAL (Guardian Ad Litem) – The Program represents abused, abandoned, and neglected 
children who are involved in court proceedings.  In most cases, these children come to the 
attention of the court when someone suspects abuse, abandonment, or neglect, and calls the 
Florida Abuse Hotline (1-800-96-ABUSE). A protective investigator either from the Department of 
Children and Families (DCF) or the sheriff’s department visits the child to see if the child is 
endangered. DCF may offer services to the family if the child can remain at home in a healthy, 
safe environment where his/her welfare can be protected. If not, DCF may remove the child, and 
place the child in shelter care. When a child is sheltered, a court hearing is held within 24 hours 
and a dependency case begins. A guardian ad litem (GAL) is appointed at the shelter hearing to 
represent the best interests of the child.

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2.8 FEATURES & REQUIREMENTS 

Description  

Data Source:  FETPIP (Florida Educational Training Placement Information 
System)  

The FETPIP is a point in time database that records educational data 3-6 months behind (no real 
time data), and it records the following:  Funding survey period, year-end survey, special data 
collection survey for neglected and delinquent children, beginning of year student counts, and 
CELLA (count of English language learning students).  Note:  There is no comparability or 
consistency across school districts for technical integration of data). 
 
Identified Barriers to FETPIP Data: 

 FERPA – Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act or the Buckley Act of 1974 – 20 
U.S.C. 1232 (g), Federal Rules 34 CFR  Part 99 

 Florida’s Student Records Law – Rule 6A-1.0955, FAC  

 

FERPA – Background Information 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) is 
a Federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. The law applies to all schools 
that receive funds under an applicable program of the U.S. Department of Education. 

FERPA gives parents certain rights with respect to their children's education records. These rights 
transfer to the student when he or she reaches the age of 18 or attends a school beyond the high 
school level. Students to whom the rights have transferred are "eligible students." 

Findings 

During the Joint Application Development (JAD) session with the Florida Department of 
Education, it was discovered that,  “There is no specific exception to the written consent 
requirement in FERPA that permits the disclosure of personally identifiable information from 
students' education records to non-educational State agencies... There is no other legislative 
history to indicate that Congress intended that FERPA be interpreted to permit educational 
agencies and institutions, or State and local educational authorities or Federal officials and 
agencies . . . to share students' education records with non-educational State officials. In fact, 
Congress has, on numerous occasions, indicated otherwise.”  (Comment from final regulations 
published by the USDOE in December 2008) 

The Children and Youth Cabinet Data and Information Sharing Project Workgroup will convene a 
meeting in summer 2009 to work through short- and long-term solutions to sharing educational 
data between and among the Cabinet agencies. At this time, DOE data will not be connected to 
the CYC system. 

   

Although barriers are currently unresolved, the following agencies have requested access to this 
data source via the Judicial Inquiry System (JIS): 
 

 

2.8.1   APD (Agency for Persons with Disabilities) – This agency is specifically tasked with 
serving the needs of Floridians with developmental disabilities.  The APD works in partnership 
with local communities and private providers to assist people who have developmental disabilities 
and their families. APD also provides assistance in identifying the needs of people with 
developmental disabilities for supports and services. 
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2.8.2   GAL (Guardian Ad Litem) - The Program represents abused, abandoned, and neglected 
children who are involved in court proceedings.  In most cases, these children come to the 
attention of the court when someone suspects abuse, abandonment, or neglect, and calls the 
Florida Abuse Hotline (1-800-96-ABUSE). A protective investigator either from the Department of 
Children and Families (DCF) or the sheriff’s department visits the child to see if the child is 
endangered. DCF may offer services to the family if the child can remain at home in a healthy, 
safe environment where his/her welfare can be protected. If not, DCF may remove the child, and 
place the child in shelter care. When a child is sheltered, a court hearing is held within 24 hours 
and a dependency case begins. A guardian ad litem (GAL) is appointed at the shelter hearing to 
represent the best interests of the child. 

2.8.3   AWI (Agency for Workforce Innovation) - AWI and the early learning coalitions 
administer and coordinate the provision of early learning services. Early learning coalitions are 
considered quasi-governmental agencies, and all are incorporated as private, not-for-profit 
organizations. There are 31 coalitions in the State of Florida. Coalitions are responsible for 
coordinating the provision of local services and reimbursing child care providers for direct services 
provided to parents of children meeting designated eligibility criteria. 

2.8.4   DJJ (Department of Juvenile Justice) - Mission:  To increase public safety by reducing 
juvenile delinquency through effective prevention, intervention and treatment services that 
strengthen families and turn around the lives of troubled youth. The Department has 1,000 
Juvenile Probation Officers that supervise youth that are placed on Probation by the Court.  The 
Department operates 26 Detention Centers that temporarily hold youth who are arrested.  The 
Department also operates 116 Residential facilities for youth who are committed by the court.   

2.8.5  DCF (Department of Children and Families) - Administers child abuse investigations and 
child welfare services.  Community Based Care (CBC) agencies provide foster care and adoption 
services.
