Actions and measures to inhibit the emergence of
risk factors in the forms of environmental,
economic, social and behavioral conditions.
Education and interventions (i.e., protective
factors) that promote optimal health and prevent

the occurrence of disease, injury, or disability.

Risk Factors Protective Factors

Secondary Prevention

Screening to identify disease, injury or disability in
the earliest stages. Education and interventions (i.e,,
protective factors) occur before, or during, the
onset of signs and symptoms.

Intervention required because of public or child
safety (i.e., child welfare, juvenile justice, or
corrections systems).

Tertiary Prevention
Interventions that limit disease, injury or disability,
or enhance rehabilitation from disease, injury or
disability.
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
